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Nurses Action Histories in combat and control of tuberculosis
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RESUMO

Objetivo: Este estudo qualitativo objetiva conhecer a atuacdo
de enfermeiras no combate e controle da tuberculose na
Paraiba no periodo de 1950 a 1980, contextualizada com os
modelos de atengdo, médico-sanitario e médico assistencial
privatista. Material e Métodos: Elegeu-se como método de
pesquisa, para coleta e andlise dos dados, a histéria oral
tematica. Compondo a amostra do estudo, participaram nove
enfermeiras que atuaram concomitantemente no ensino e na
assisténcia a tuberculose na Paraiba, no referido periodo. A
coleta dos dados foi feita por meio da técnica de entrevista
com roteiro de semi-estruturado, contendo a questdo
norteadora “Conte-me a sua histéria como enfermeira atuante
no campo da tuberculose no periodo entre 1950 a 1980". Os
dados foram apresentados na forma de narrativa e analisados
através da discusséo dos temas convergentes e divergentes
gue aparecem nos discursos. Resultados: Através dos
relatos percebeu-se que no contexto do modelo médico-
sanitario o trabalho da enfermeira era norteado pela
educacao sanitaria, instrumento utilizado no alcance das
acoes que envolvia a terapia medicamentosa. No contexto
do modelo médico assistencial privatista percebe-se que a
énfase sai da educacao sanitaria e passa a enfatizar apenas
o tratamento medicamentoso o que acentua a caracterizagdo
desse modelo. O enfoque volta-se para a preocupagéo com
a adesdo do doente ao tratamento. Concluséo: Percebeu-se
gue a atuacdo de enfermeiras no campo da tuberculose na
Paraiba no contexto dos dois modelos discutidos integrou
uma assisténcia voltada para o cuidado fragmentado, em
gue a atencdo voltava-se para a doenga como objeto de
combate e controle.
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SUMMARY

Objective: This qualitative study aims at getting to know
nurses’ performance in the combat and control of tuberculosis
in the period from 1950 to 1980, contextualizing it with the
attention, medical-sanitary and private medical-assistential
models. Material and Methods: An oral thematic story was
elected as the research method, for the collection and analysis
of data. Nine nurses composed the study sample and they
acted concomitantly in the teaching and assistance of
tuberculosis in Paraiba, in the mentioned period. The data
collection was done through an interview technique with a
semi-structured script, containing a guiding question, “Tell
me your story as an active nurse in the tuberculosis field in
the period between 1950 and 1980". The data were displayed
in a narrative format and analyzed through the discussion of
the converging and diverging themes that appear in the
speeches. Results: Through the reports, it was noticeable,
in the context of medical-assistential model, that the work of
the nurse was guided by sanitary education, an instrument
used to reach the actions that involved medicamentous
therapy. In the context of private medical-assistential model,
it is noticed that the emphasis diverges from the sanitary
education and is led to emphasize on the medicamentous
treatment, what reinforces the characterization of this model.
The focus is on the worry about the adherence of the patient
to this treatment. Conclusion: It was realized that the nurses’
performance in the tuberculosis field in Paraiba, considering
the two discussed models, comprehended an assistance
focused on a fragmented care, in which the attention was
given to the disease as an object of combat and control.
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
